The school year is over. Summer is at hand. We 
have all been busy with many things and concerns. 
Maybe, we have been too busy and have missed 
many moments of beauty in our lives. What fol-
lows in a new parable with an important lesson.

A man sat at a metro station in Washington, 
D.C. and started to play the violin. He played six 
BACH pieces for about 45 minutes. During that 
time, since it was rush hour, thousands of people 
rushed through the station. Three minutes into 
his playing, a middle-aged man noticed the music, 
slowed his pace and listened for a few seconds. 
B njovuf mbufs- uif wjpmjojtu sfdfjwfe ijt ûstu 
dollar tip; a woman threw the money in the till, 
and without stopping continued to walk. A few 
minutes later, someone leaned against the wall to 
listen to him, but the man looked at his watch and 
started to walk again. The one who paid the most 
attention was a 3-year-old boy. Finally, the mother 
insisted that the child continue to walk, but he 
turned his head to keep watching. Several other 
children repeated this action. All the parents, with-
out exception, forced them to move on. In the 
45 minutes the musician played, only six people 
stopped and stayed for a while. About 20 gave 

him money, but continued to walk their normal pace. He

No one knew this small fact: the violinist was Joshua Bell, 
pof pg uif ûoftu nvtjdjbot jo uif xpsme/ If qmbzfe pof pg 
the most intricate pieces ever written, on a violin worth 
$3.5 million. Two days before playing in the subway station, 
Bell sold out a theater in Boston where ticket prices were 
$100 per seat.

Joshua Bell playing incognito in the metro station was orga-
nized by the Washington Post as part of a social experiment 
about perception, taste and priorities of people. 
 The study asked; 

what we would do if we perceive beauty 
in a commonplace environment at an 
inappropriate hour. 
If we do not have a moment to stop and listen to one of 
the best musicians in the world playing some of the best 
music ever written, are we missing many other moments as 
well?

I think we all take too much for granted. We have over-
looked the good things we have and have missed the beau-
tiful things altogether. Might it be that the economic stresses 
of the times in which we live are encouraging us to see and 
appreciate fully the beautiful and the good?

The whole liturgical life of the church re-
wpmwft bspvoe uif Fvdibsjtujd Tbdsjûdf boe 
the sacraments.  Sacraments are “powers 
that come forth” from the Body of Christ.  
There are seven sacraments in the church:  
Cbqujtn- Dpoûsnbujpo- Fvdibsjtu- Qfobodf- 
Anointing of the Sick, Holy Orders and Mat-
rimony.  
 
The Sacraments are signs of grace, instituted 
by Christ, and entrusted to the Church, by 
which divine life is given to us.  Sacraments 
are celebrated to signify and make present 
the graces distinct to each one.  We cel-
ebrate the sacraments as a faith community, 
to strengthen our faith.
 
Baptism, the Eucharist, and the sacrament 
pg Dpoûsnbujpo dpotujuvuf uif Tbdsbnfout 
pg Disjtujbo jojujbujpo/  Uif ûstu tbdsbnfou 
we receive is Baptism.  We are brought to 
the church by our parents or sponsors and 
are presented to the congregation.  During 
Baptism, the Holy Spirit marks us with the 
‘seal of the Lord’.
  
At the Last Supper, on the night he was be-
trayed, Jesus instituted the Eucharistic sacri-
ûdf pg ijt Cpez boe Cmppe/  Uif Fvdibsjtu jt 
“the source and summit of the Christian life”.  
The other sacraments are bound up with the 
Eucharist and are oriented toward it.  For in 
the Eucharist is contained the whole spiritual 
good of the church, namely Christ himself.
 
Uif sfdfqujpo pg uif Tbdsbnfou pg Dpoûs-
mation is necessary for the completion of 
baptismal grace.  By the Sacrament of Con-
ûsnbujpo- uif cbquj{fe bsf npsf qfsgfdumz 
bound to the Church and are enriched with 
the strength of the Holy Spirit.
 
Penance is the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  

Christ instituted the Sacrament of Penance 
for all members of his church, particularly 
for those who have fallen into sin.  It is for all 
that the Sacrament of Penance offers a new 
possibility to recover the grace of God.  
 
By the sacred anointing of the sick, the 
Church commends those who are ill to the 
Lord.  In illness we experience our power-
lessness and limitations. Christ’s compassion 
for the sick and his many healings are signs 
that God truly loves his people.  
 
Holy Orders is the sacrament through 
which the mission entrusted by Christ to His 
apostles continues to be exercised in the 
Church.  It includes three degrees:  episco-
pate, presbyterate, and diaconate.  The word 
“ordination” is reserved for the sacramental 
act which elevates a man into the order of 
bishop, priest or deacon.  It confers a gift of 
the Holy Spirit that permits the exercise of a 
“sacred power” which can come only from 
Christ himself through his Church.  The laying 
on of hands by the Bishop, with the conse-
cratory prayers, constitutes the visible sign of 
ordination.
 
The Sacrament of Matrimony is a covenant 
by which a man and a woman establish a 
partnership between themselves.  It is by 
its nature ordered toward the good of the 
spouses and procreation and education of 
offspring.  This covenant between baptized 
persons has been raised by Christ to the 
dignity of a sacrament.  The marriage cov-
enant, by which a man and a woman unite, is 
the intimate communion of life and love.  
 
These seven sacraments touch all the stages 
and important moments of Christian life.

It had been a long road for Holy Apostles parish mem-
ber Dan Janasik as he readied himself for the transition 
of a lifetime.  What began as a normal interest to be a 
part of the Catholic faith ended up being much more.  
Bgufs ûwf zfbst bu uif Tu/ 
Francis Seminary, Dan has 
now been ordained as a 
priest and is ready for the 
next chapter in his life to 
begin.

Dan’s parents moved to 
New Berlin in the late 
1970’s and became mem-
bers of Holy Apostles 
parish.  Dan attended Holy 
Apostles Catholic School 
until 1993 and then moved 
on to Catholic Memorial 
High School.  He gradu-
ated from there in 1997 
and furthered his studies at 
Marquette University with 
the intent to become an ac-
countant like his father.  As 
he studied for his Account-
ing degree, he became very 
active in his faith.  Things 
began to change and Dan 
realized that his faith was 
cfdpnjoh npsf pg bo joüv-
ence on his life than he ini-
tially thought.  He ended up 
graduating Marquette with 
a double major – in Theology 
and Accounting.

Fresh out of college, Dan decided to pursue work in 
uif Bddpvoujoh ûfme boe xpslfe gps b nbkps Dfsujûfe 
Qvcmjd Bddpvoujoh ûsn/  Cvu bgufs uxp zfbst jo uibu ûfme- 
he realized how much he missed the ministry – it made 
him “come alive”.  In 2004, Dan entered the St. Francis 
Tfnjobsz po b ûwf.zfbs njttjpo/  Ijt ûstu uxp zfbst 
there were spent in class; his third year was an intern-
ship at a Mequon Church, followed by two more years 
of classes.  He became a deacon during that time, and 
performed the sacrament of marriage for his sister last 

October at Holy Apostles.  He will perform the sacrament 
of marriage for his brother this October as well…but this 
time as a priest!

Dan was ordained into priesthood on Saturday, May 
23rd, 2009.  Bishop Callahan presided over the traditional 
ceremony that began with a Mass.  After the Homily, the 
deacons renewed their faith.  They placed their hands 
between the hands of the Bishop and promised to teach 
and spread the Word of the Lord.  The deacons prostrated 
themselves in front of the altar as the Litany of Saints was 
sung.  Bishop Callahan, and all the other Bishops present, 
then placed their hands on the head of each deacon. The 
Prayer of Consecration was spoken, which asked the Saints 

to allow the deacons to 
become priests.  At that 
point, the deacons actu-
ally had completed the 
transition from deacons 
to priests.  

The deacon stole came 
off and the priest stole 
and chasuble were put 
on.  Their hands were 
anointed with chrism, 
which is oil that is only 
used at consecration such 
bt cbqujtn- dpoûsnbujpo 
and ordination.  They 
were handed the bread 
and a chalice of wine and 
began the celebration 
of the Eucharist.  When 
Mass was completed, the 
newly ordained priests 
bestowed the traditional 
ñûstu cmfttjohò po uiptf 
present.

Uif ûobm tufq bt b ofxmz 
ordained priest is to have 
a Mass of Thanksgiving at 
what is considered the 

‘home’ parish.  Dan cel-
fcsbufe uijt ñûstu nbttò bu 22b/n/ po Tvoebz- Nbz 35ui/  

Starting June 16th, Fr. Dan Janasik will be assigned to St. 
Francis Borgia Church in Cedarburg as an Associate Pastor.  
He will be there for three years and then will move on 
to another parish for another three-year term.  Dan has 
a possibility of becoming a pastor of a church after two 
3-year terms.

We as a faith community wish to extend our congratula-
tions to Dan Janasik on his ordination into priesthood, and 
wish him the best on his journey ahead!

Jo 2:88- ûwf xpnfo dpnnjuufe uifntfmwft up dsfbujoh b 
place of safety, shelter and support for women and chil-
dren in need.  The Women’s Center (TWC) is the result 
pg uibu dpnnjunfou/  Pof pg uif ûstu dfoufst pg jut ljoe- 
the Center opened their doors to become a safe refuge 
for women and children escaping the horrors of domes-
tic violence, abuse and assault.  Today, over 30 years later, 
women and children still turn to The Women’s Center.  
Donors and volunteers enable The Women’s Center to 
provide services to its clients at no cost. They remain 
committed to the work begun so many years ago and 
dream of the day when they will no longer be needed.   

Hands are for Helping, not for Hurting
As much as we don’t want to believe it, the abuse of 
children and women happens everywhere, even here in 
New Berlin.  In 2008 there were 1,778 reports of child 
abuse or neglect in Waukesha County. TWC staff an-
swered 6,232 crisis calls. The Women’s Center isn’t just a 
social service organization; it gives families the tools they 
need to get themselves out of violent, abusive situations, 
and encourages them to prosper.  This isn’t a charity pro-
gram, but a center that teaches women and children how 
to break the cycle of violence.

This past year more than 1,700 women and children 
were helped by the variety of services this small organiza-
tion provides while seeking to make Waukesha County 
a safer place.  132 children lived in the shelter with their 
moms.  Food and a one night’s stay in shelter for a wom-
an and her children costs The Women’s Center $50.00.

It’s an Issue That Affects Everyone 
Violence may impact each of us at some point in our lives.  
It may arrive in the form of violence in the workplace, 
on the playground, or in our home.  We may fear for our 
own life, worrying about the lives of a child, family mem-
ber, friend, neighbor or co-worker.  Violence happens in 
all kinds of homes to all kinds of people, regardless of age, 
race, education or economic status.

Facts About Domestic Violence:
·	 60% of all battered women are beaten while they 
are pregnant.
·	 Every day, four women are murdered by boy-
friends or husbands.

·	 Domestic violence is the number one cause of 
emergency room visits.

Domestic Violence can be stopped!
Where Would You Turn for Help?

If you or someone you cared about were being abused, 
where would you turn for help?  For most people in 
Waukesha County, the answer is The Women’s Center.  
TWC offers a wide variety of services to women and 
dijmesfo üffjoh bcvtf boe wjpmfodf- jodmvejoh;

·	 Domestic Violence Programs and Services- short-
term group and individual counseling to adult and child 
survivors of domestic violence, sexual abuse or assault.
·	 Transitional Living Program- for those commit-
ted to leaving abusive relationships, survivors of domestic 
abuse can live here for up to two years.
·	 Sexual Assault and Abuse Programs- counseling 
to adult and child survivors of sexual assault and sexual 
abuse through individual and group counseling.  
·	 Child Abuse Prevention Services- designed to re-
duce the likelihood of family violence, abuse and neglect. 
Services include emergency respite and onsite childcare, 
crisis telephone counseling, short-term counseling and 
peer support groups and classes for parents in times of 
emergency, crisis or stress.
·	 Hispanic Outreach- services are offered in both 
English and Spanish through the work of a Bilingual Out-
reach and Employment Counselor who works directly 
with the Hispanic community. 
·	 Legal Advocacy Project- legal advocates staff 
pgûdft bu UXD boe uif Xbvlftib Dpvouz Dpvsuipvtf 
where they help victims of domestic violence, abuse or 
harassment obtain temporary restraining orders through 
the court process.
·	 Education and Prevention- community education 
specialists provide education and prevention programs to 
groups in Waukesha and surrounding counties.  
·	 Employment Program- offers group and individual 
counseling, resume writing services, job search assistance 
and/or referrals to people of all education levels.
·	 Onsite Childcare and Emergency Respite Child-
